Girls’ Dress Code

KINDERGARTEN THROUGH 5TH GRADE

Fall/Spring Uniform – (first school day in September through September 30th and May 1st through last day of school)

-navy blue skorts or dress shorts (no gym shorts, jeans, cargo pants, or rivets allowed)

-OR plaid jumpers (shorts are permitted to be worn underneath)

Intermediated Uniform – (October 1st through November 15th and March 15th through April 30th; dates flexible due to weather)

-plaid jumper (shorts are permitted to be worn underneath)

-5th grade can wear plaid skirts in place of jumpers

Winter Uniform – (November 16th through March 14th; dates flexible due to weather)

-navy blue dress slacks (no jeans, cargo pants, or rivets allowed)

-OR plaid jumpers (shorts are permitted to be worn underneath)

-5th grade can wear plaid skirts in place of jumpers

Shirts – light blue or white polos or blouses (no see-through or v-neck allowed / must have regular length sleeves [either short or long] and a collar) or turtlenecks

Sweaters – what or navy blue cardigan sweater

Socks – light blue or white (no pattern allowed / must be at least ankle-high and showing above the shoe line) knee socks or tights

Gym Uniforms – red unisex shorts and gold t-shirt (from Jim’s Sports Center)

Sports Uniforms – red polos with khaki slacks (5th grade only)

Shoes – solid white sneakers or dress shoes, or brown or navy dress shoes

Belts – dark brown (mandatory for 3rd grade through 5th grade if you have belt loops on your slacks; kindergarten through 2nd grade students have the option of wearing a belt, not mandatory)

Earrings – Both small hoops or studs are allowed

6TH GRADE THROUGH 8TH GRADE

Fall/Spring Uniform – (first school day in September through September 30th and May 1st through last day of school)

-khaki shorts or dress shorts

-OR khaki skirts (either pleaded or A-Line, no straight)

Intermediate Uniform – (October 1st through November 15th and March 15th through April 30th; dates flexible due to weather)
-khaki or navy blue skirts (either pleaded or A-Line)

Winter Uniform – (November 16th through March 14th; dates flexible due to weather)

-khaki or navy blue dress slacks

-OR khaki skirts (either pleaded or A-Line)

Shirts – white blouses or burgundy or white polos (no see-through or v-neck allowed / must have regular length sleeves [either short or long] and a collar) or turtlenecks

Vests – burgundy argyle (from Lands End) mandatory when attending church or when representing the school at outside functions (excluding sporting activities)

Sweaters – burgundy or white cardigan sweaters

Socks – burgundy, tan, or white (no pattern allowed / must be at least ankle-high and showing above the shoe line) knee socks or tights

Gym Uniforms – red unisex shorts and gold t-shirt (from Jim’s Sports Center)

Sports Uniform – red polos with khaki slacks

Shoes – solid white sneakers or brown or navy dress shoes

Belts – dark brown (mandatory for 6th grade through 8th grade if you have belt loops on slacks)

Earrings – Either studs or small hoops are allowed
